Experience:

~ Cook together: read directions, measure, watch what happens, make decisions

~ Set the table: pattern silverware, fold napkins in half/fourths, count by 2’s or 5’s

~ Shop: 

· Find certain items

· Compare prices

· Find differences (“We have 2 cans of soup by need 6. How many more should we get?”)

· Find totals (“The candy is $1.25 and the bread is $2.35. What will the total be?”)

· Estimate (“We have $10. Is that enough for everything we have in the cart?”)

· Find change (“It costs $0.75 and you have $1.00. What will your change be?”)

~ Put groceries away:

· Sort cans and boxes

· Count cans and boxes in multiples

· Arrange cans and boxes by size

· Sort by color, size, food type, beginning letter

· Estimate how many items are in each bag

· Play store

· Check items off the list

~ Talk a walk:

· Look up, under, behind, around, between, beneath, beside, over, through, etc.

· Take a bag and collect, sort, compare, count, make patterns, or a collage.

· Illustrate what you saw or did and write about it.

· Make a story about the trip.

· Sequence the trip and make a comic strip

· Draw a map of where you went

· Play “I Spy” or look for things that have certain characteristics
